At the peak of flood, heart-breaking images of  people getting stuck in
their homes  for days  together without food, destruction of their homes,
heroic rescue efforts etc were brought home live by the electronic media. Being one of the well known families in Kerala
it struck me that Vallathol family must rise to the occasion and extend a helping hand to alleviate sufferings of the fellow
human beings. But the challenge was how to ensure the support reaches the  most deserving. That’s when I was
impressed by the admirable  relief work being carried out by Mochita ( AMRITA TV  Udayamritham fame )  and her team
after meticulously selecting deserving people and also identifying their most pressing needs. Armed with this confidence
of joining forces with her, I created a whatsapp group of the family and posted a request for contributions for flood relief
works. Instantly the page lit up like a Christmas tree with offers of contribution pouring in .

Prior to 2018 , Kerala witnessed a massive flood in 1924. It
occurred when the Periyar river flooded in the month of July
1924 . This is the year 1099 ME in the malayalam calendar
(kollam era). As the malayalam calendar was popular in Kerala,
the flood is generally referred to as ( Thonnootti Onbathile
vellapokkam - flood of 99 ). In the poem the legendary poet
Vallathol Narayana Menon graphically describes the absolute
destruction caused  and the widespread  sufferings and misery
in the aftermath of the devastating floods. The poignancy and
the hopelessness prevailing at that time come through effectively
in the poem. Due to shortage of space the poem is abridged.

Kerala Floods 2018 & Vallathol Family Relief Efforts



Handloom weavers at Chendamangalam in the Ernakulam district thought that they had lost the only
source of their livelihood when the floods destroyed their weaving units and washed away all their
stock and raw materials. That was when two social entrepreneurs in Kerala decided to give the state
Chekutty, a handmade doll that has become a symbol of hope to almost 600 weavers.

The brainchild of Lakshmi Menon and Gopinath Parayil, Chekutty or Chendamangalam Kutty is the
name given to the dolls made from the garments at Chendamangalam that were soiled and de-
stroyed during floods.

“A mascot of the emerging Keralam, being rebuilt through our solidarity, resilience and beauty of
hearts despite some of the stains and scare that will remain in our lives. Chekkutty has scars. Chekkutty
has stains. But Chekutty represents each one of us who survived the floods,” reads the Chekutty
website (www.chekutty.in). The website has received orders for 89,000 dolls so far. The order is
worth Rs. 35,00,000. A saree worth Rs. 1,300 which was reduced to zero value due to the damage
sustained in the floods, fetched upto Rs. 7,500 to Rs. 9,000 with the production of 250 to 360 dolls.
